COVID Procedures 

There has been confusion regarding 
COVID quarantines. If a person tests pos-
itive they must quarantine for 10 days 
and have no symptoms and be fever free 
for 24 hours. A person who comes in 
close contact defined as being within 6 
feet of an infected person for more than 
15 minutes cumulative time, must quar-
antine for 10 days. They can return to 
school on the 11th day or the 8th day if 
they have a negative test in day 5,6,or 7. 
The 10 day quarantine does not start un-
til they have been isolated from an in-
fected person for 10 days. They may be 
quarantined for 10 days but if there is a 
family member who has tested positive 
and the student is still in contact with 
the family member, the new 10 day 
quarantine starts after the family mem-
ber gets out of quarantine. These are 
rules set forth by the CDC and they have 
not changed in the past year. Here is an 
example: Dad tests positive. Students 
quarantine for 10 days. On day 10 one 
student tests positive. Any siblings must 
quarantine for 10 days. After the positive 
tested student’s 10 days, the other sib-
lings must quarantine another 10 days. 
We understand that is a long time but 
those are the rules set out for us.
